Especial attention is called to the extremely low costs of attending Southern Rible
“College—the rate being only $12 “per month fo- ‘board, rcom ard tuition combined. ‘We feel
that Ged has called many fine young men and women to His service who have neither script
-mor purse, but who need training, and our rates have therefore been fixed at the low ameunt of

“twelve dollarg per month. This rate has been maintained by securing private and church con-
“tributions of groceries and money, which have reduced the expensse of the dining hall to the
minimum. . :

We believe that a church should be an cperating base of a consistent evangelistic pro-

to this principle and as young workers are train»d at Tririty Tabernacle, and become advanced
“enough, they are sent into the neighboring fielcs to open up and help carry on gospel works
We have opered up a number of such fields during the past year, and provided the young peo-
ple with practical work under efficient supervision, ag well as giving a sane sound gospel to the
‘needy fields around us. Tt is our fondest hope that graduvates of S. B. C., will carry this vision
and this program inte their respective fields of labor when they leave the institution.

NEW DORMITORIES .

Souther Bible Cellege is starting immediately construction of a 100-room brick venzer dormitory
to be completed by September of this year. £ everal thousand dollars have already.bee receiv-
ec]i or pledged for this purpose and numerous donations of building materials have also been
pledged.

The dormitories will give ample housing space for two hundred students, with separate quar-
ters for girls and boys, with lobbies for each, and a joint dining hall. The new dormitories are
to be loca*ed directly across the street from Tririty Tabernacle, on the ground floor of which
are housed the class rcoms and offices of Southern Bible College. The dormitories will be ade-
qn.iﬁ.tely bheated and lighted, and as sanitary and comfortable as modern building construction
will permit,
